Spooner Park is at 351 Eli Road in Little Canada,
approximately 10 minutes north of Saint Paul, 0.3
miles from 35E and the Little Canada Road exit.

From the south 
Go north on 35E. Exit on Little Canada Road.
Turn right at the top of the exit. Take a quick left
onto Centerville Road. Go about 1 block. Turn 
right onto Eli Road. Park is 1/2 block on the right.

From the north 
Go south on 35E. Exit on Little Canada Road.
Turn left at the top of the exit. Go over 35E. Turn
left onto Centerville Road. Go about 1 block. Turn
right onto Eli Road. Park is 1/2 block on the right.

Parking
There is a lot at the shelter. Lots of on-street
parking and a school parking lot next to the park.
